The Samanid empire was centred on Iran and existed from 819-999AD; at its largest extent it covered Afghanistan and parts of Iran,
Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan, Kazakhstan and Pakistan and was the source of Islamo-Persian culture. Kufic script is
the oldest calligraphic form of Arabic script and was developed at the end of the 7th century in Iraq.

This 9th century hematite stone was originally part of the Khalili Collection of Islamic Art, said to “include the finest and most
comprehensive private collection of Islamic Art” (see Healing the World with Art, The Independent, 15th April 2014). Professor Nasser
David Khalili personally designed the mount and donated the piece to the Red Cross Jewels for Life charity auction held by Christies
where it was purchased by the current vendor.

A SAMANID HEMATITE SEAL PENDANT, the rectangular hematite panel, circa 9th century, intaglio carved with Kufic script, in a
modern ropetwist and bead decorated mount with a single-cut diamond set inner border, to a hinged back bale

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The bloodstone seal was seen and interpreted by James Allen in 2002 when Keeper of Asian Art at the Ashmolean Museum in Oxford.

The inscription reads “Iqbàl al-Dowla, Dilàwar al-Mullé, Major Bagshaw(e), Ràsileh Jang Bahàdur 1221 (A.H.)”. Mr Allen’s notes
confirm “the seal follows the formal order of Mughal titles, the British being a kind of honorary Muslims! [...]. Such titles, granted by the
font of honours, the Mughal emperor and had been current at least since the time of Clive”.

The Mughal calendar year 1221 translates to March 1806 - March 1807 in the Gregorian calendar. Shah Alam II ruled the Mughal
empire from December 1759 until November 1806. From November 1806 until September 1837 Akbar Shah II was Mughal emperor,
although he is considered a titular figurehead under British rule.

Captain Major Robert Morris Bagshaw (1769-1807) of the 2 battalion, 17th Bengal Native Infantry, died on 26th February 1807. He is
interred in the largest of four tombs in plot 28 of the European cemetery in Karnal, near Delhi. He was promoted from captain to major
on 14th November 1805.

The locket came into the possession of Admiral Sir William Tennant, KCB CBE MVO DL (1890-1963), British naval officer, who
oversaw the evacuation of the army in 1940 from the beaches of Dunkirk. It was said that without his cool head and organisational
skills, Operation Dynamo - as the evacuation was called - would not have been the success it was.

Tennant served as Captain of the battle-cruiser HMS Repulse, which was sunk by the Japanese in 1942. In June 1944, now an Admiral,
he was put in charge of the artificial Mulberry harbours that were towed to the Normandy beaches, enabling the allies to supply their
troops. He was knighted in 1945, and on his retirement in 1949, returned to live in the family home at Upton-upon-Severn. He became
Lord Lieutenant of the county in 1950 and was given the freedom of the city of Worcester in 1960.

On his death, the locket was bequeathed to the present vendor’s mother, Admiral Sir William’s god daughter. The lot includes two
letters from Admiral Sir William Tennant’s brother, R. D Tennant, solicitor at Lord & Parker, of Worcester, regarding the transfer of the
locket to the beneficiary.

These memorial lockets were worn as declarations of loyalty to the former King and his queen after his execution in 1649.
Similar examples can be seen in the Victoria and Albert Museum and the British Museum.

She studied at the Kingston School of 
Art, the Central School and also the Royal 
College of Art. After her third year at the 
RCA, her Diploma exhibition coincided with 
the public opening of their new building in 
June 1962. Gilian acquired from it one or 
two commissions for special pieces. With 
£50 prize money, she was able to purchase 
materials to fulfil these modest orders, hire 
a corner of a workshop  (in Soho) from a 
friend and set to work.  From these gentle 
beginnings the work began to snowball. 
Most of her work was for private customers: 
‘Designing for particular people is satisfying 
because one can design pieces that suit them as 
individuals’ . The other half of her production 
went to retail outlets such as Richard Ogden 
in Burlington Arcade or Cameo Corner.  
Progressive provincial jewellers such as 
Michael Jones in Northampton also retailed 
certain pieces  She went on to win many 
important jewellery awards and become the 
first woman to become a Freeman of the 
Goldsmiths’ Company.
She promoted modern jewellery design 
through her work as a teacher, becoming  
Professor of Jewellery and Silversmithing 
at Glasgow School of Art and then at the Sir 
John Cass Department of Silversmithing, 
Jewellery and Allied Arts at London’s 
Guildhall University. 

She died in Aldeburgh in 1997. Examples of her work can be found in the Victorian and Albert Museum, London and in 
many public and private collections.

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Jacqueline Stieger was born in 1936, and studied painting at Edinburgh College of Art from 1953-59. Between 1965-69 she worked
and exhibited widely in Switzerland, carrying out special church commissions in wood, glass and lead.

She married Alfred Gruber, a sculptor and jeweller, and they moved to Yorkshire where they set up their own foundry in Welton,
Humberside. Casting in gold, silver and bronze, Jacqueline uses the lost wax technique, her work ranging from large pieces of
sculpture, to art medals and jewellery. She made a series of medals in bronze to celebrate important goldsmiths exhibitions, with the
British Art Medal Society became a principle patron.

In 1985 she was awarded the Freedom of the Worshipful Company of Goldsmiths and the Freedom of the City of London, and in 1986
she became a Fellow of the Royal Society of Arts.

As a jeweller, sculptor and medallist, she has exhibited widely, her works ranging from public commissions, work for churches and
universities and private commissions for individuals clients.

Many of her works are in public and private collections, including the Goldsmiths’ Hall Collection.

The Cohen
family were wealthy linen merchants who had moved from Amsterdam to London in 1770. In 1806 Hannah married the Jewish
German banker Nathan Mayer Rothschild, (1777-1836), the third of five sons of Mayer Amschel Rothschild (1744-1812), from
Frankfurt, the second generation of the Rothschild banking dynasty.

From 1806 Hannah and Nathan lived in Manchester where Nathan was well established in a community of merchants and textile
manufacturers. Hannah became actively involved with the business, consulting on business matters as well as taking care of the
household and her growing family of four sons and three daughters. Described as having poise and charm, she was intelligent and
with a good business sense. Her letters reveal her to be a constant and valuable support to Nathan, advising first her husband and later
her sons on financial and political matters. The family moved to London in 1805 where Nathan was the first of the five brothers to
branch into the financial services business. He started the banking firm N M Rothschild & Son Ltd, which, for the best part of 100 years
between 1815-1914 was to be the biggest bank in the world. Nathan, the wealthiest of the Rothschild family, as legend has it, was
described as ‘the wealthiest man on earth’.

The family lived at Stamford Hill and later they purchased Gunnersbury Park. Nathan died in 1836, his will stated that “my beloved
wife Hannah...is always to co-operate with my four beloved sons on all important occasions and to have a voice in all deliberations”.
Hannah died on 5th September 1850, and was buried alongside her husband at the Brady Street Ashkenzi Cemetery, Whitechapel,
London.

18 If the buyer fails to pay to Dix Noonan Webb the ‘total amount due’

within 3 weeks after the auction, Dix Noonan Webb will endeavour to notify

the seller and take the seller’s instructions as to the appropriate course of

action and, so far as in Dix Noonan Webb’s opinion is practicable, will assist

the seller to recover the ‘total amount due’ from the buyer. If circumstances



do not permit Dix Noonan Webb to take instructions from the seller, the seller

authorises Dix Noonan Webb at the seller’s expense to agree special terms for

payment of the ‘total amount due’, to remove, store and insure the lot sold, to
