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Richard James Plant (1928-2020)

he Reverend Richard J. Plant, who died peacefully
T at his home in Bawtry, South Yorkshire, on 2

August 2020, had a distinctive approach to writing
about coins which arose from a life-long quest to make
them accessible to collectors who lacked his own classical
education. His articles and books, typically illustrated by
his own meticulous hand-drawn illustrations, aimed at
making clear features difficult to discern on even the best
photographs, brought coins to life. Neither as a collector
or as a writer was he much interested in a coin’s monetary
value; instead he focused on making connections to the
history, myths, places, objects and people on them.

Plant was born in Wandsworth, London, on 6 July
1928, the son of a Scottish-Australian father and Welsh
mother. His father, a civil engineer who had returned to
London to join up in 1917 after several rejections by the
Australian army because of his poor eyesight, went blind
when Richard was very young. Richard won a scholarship
to Emmanuel School in Clapham and was evacuated to
. Petersfield during the War. His first coin, acquired at the
d age of six, was a 1916 zinc issue from the German
occupation of Belgium; he subsequently explored the Caledonian (Tower Bridge) and Portobello Road markets

for coins. A keen student of Latin and Greek, he built his collection up by identifying coins for dealers on the
Portobello road in London in exchange for a few coins. During National Service in 1946-8 with the Middle
East Land Forces he was stationed in an anti-aircraft battery in what is now Libya, and once found a bronze of
Valens in the sand by a latrine.

Following demobilization Plant read
classics at Jesus College, Oxford, from which he
graduated in 1952 (image at right), then trained
for the Methodist ministry in Cambridge, where
he added Hebrew and Semitic languages to his
box of tricks. He subsequently served in a
number of towns and cities around the UK.

His writing career began in 1965, with
an article for Seaby’s Coin & Medal Bulletin on
the coat of arms of Lorraine. But it was in 1973,
with Arabic Coins and How to Read Them, that
he really broke through. Encouraged by Peter
Seaby, he wrote in spare moments during the
working day and even sourced a printer in
Manchester to typeset the volume; the writer of
this obituary recalls holding a torch for him to
draw by in the evenings during the three-day
week of 1973. ‘Reading Arabic is fun,” the book
starts. “Persevere long enough and a whole new world will open up.” For Plant it did: the book won him the
Royal Numismatic Society’s Lhotka Memorial Prize in 1975. This was followed in 1979 by Greek Semitic

Asiatic Coins and How to Read Them (reissued in 2013). Father always regarded this as his magnum opus,
though he was perhaps unfortunate in his choice of publisher (Scorpion, run by the late Bruce Braun and



Francis Rath), and the volume is not as well-

matter was to an extent driven by his limited
budget. In the 1970s, Arabic, Semitic and Asiatic
coins tended to be cheaper to collect than English,
or even classical Greek coins, and Plant often
began writing about coins in his own collection.

On a clergy stipend, Plant only spent on
i coins what his royalties and identification fees
earned him. His notebooks often recorded not only the type, metal, weight
and condition of coins he had bought, but where he had acquired them and
the price he paid. Frugality, patience, and skill in identifying coins meant he picked up bargains. In a long
biographical piece on him for The Celator in 2010, Mark Fox quotes Father’s recollection of finding an

unpromising bronze coin in a dealer’s box that, after a bit of cleaning, turned out to be a rare Judaean coin
over-stamped X by the tenth Roman legion during the occupation that followed the destruction of the
Jerusalem temple in AD 70. This was just the kind of thing that interested him; a small piece of history in the
palm of his hand.

In 1979 Seaby published his Greek Coin Types and Their Identification, which took the unique
approach to listing pages of line-drawn illustrations of human figures, gods, half-human mythological
creatures, animals, birds and inanimate objects as a quick and easy way to identify them. (A Cambridge
classics doctoral student told me that, armed with this guide, he had outperformed all-comers in identifying
coins during a prestigious coin identification course at the British School in Athens). A similar approach was
taken in his guides to Roman Base Metal Coins (2000) and Roman Silver Coins (2005), both of which proved
popular and became standard tools for identification for collector and specialist alike. Once, seeking to buy a
few Indian coins from a shop in Cochin, | saw my Father’s books behind the counter, and on producing proof
of my identity to the sceptical dealer, negotiated a pleasing discount when I told him who the coins were for.

The last substantial book my Father wrote was A Numismatic
Journey Through the Bible (2007), which originated as a series of illustrated
talks for church groups. Other books exist about early Judaean coinage, or
about the coins used in Judaea during the life of Jesus of Nazareth. Plant’s
book dealt with all that, but also used coins from other periods and places
that he could connect to biblical events and characters. His Coin Lexicon

and Coin Classroom articles for Coin News in recent years proved to be an . TH ROUGH
especially fruitful late vehicle for his interests. These allowed him to roam [ THE bIBLE

freely from ancient to modern, and from Western to Eastern coins, to

explain words like Maander and phalanx. Here, the full scope of his G

linguistic, historical and numismatic knowledge was harnessed to his quirky
humour and imagination.

My Father always thought that clergy without a hobby tended to be over earnest and a bit too intense
for their own good. Coin collecting and writing nearly always played second or third fiddle to his long and
faithful Christian ministry, served in the West Midlands, London and Yorkshire, and to his family — wife Ann,
sons Peter and Stephen and his five grandchildren. But his hobby kept him sane; through it he made friends
around the world with whom he enjoyed emailed conversations, especially as his physical world contracted.
His unconventional writing will be missed by many, as will his extensive knowledge, his winsome charm and
his defining modesty. Stephen J. Plant

Henry Murdac, a Yorkshireman who, as a young man, was a Cistercian monk at Clairvaux Abbey, was appointed
to head Fountains Abbey in 1144. A strict disciplinarian, he opposed King Stephen’s appointment of his nephew,
William Fitz Herbert, as Archbishop of York. Fitz Herbert was deposed at the Council of Rheims in 1147 and
Murdac installed as the new archbishop at the instigation of his friend from Clairvaux, Pope Eugenius Ill. When he
arrived back in Yorkshire William, Duc d’Amale and Hugh du Puiset, the treasurer of York, organised opposition
to his appointment. A stand-off ensued in which Murdac excommunicated Aumale, Puiset and the citizens of
York and Puiset excommunicated Murdac, but then left the city of York for Winchester. In retaliation for Stephen’s
refusal to recognise his status, Murdac met with David | of Scotland and his entourage in Carlisle, probably to
offer support for David’s plan to invade Yorkshire, which was abandoned in the first half of 1149. Murdac imposed
an interdict on York and the following year Stephen finally recognised him as Archbishop, even though there
remained much opposition to him within the city and he had resided at Ripon since 1148. Murdac was able to
enter York in January 1151 when he was formally reconciled with King Stephen; he died at Sherburn-in-Elmet on
14 October 1153

Canada. The late Mr Woodside made a special study of them and his website, irish-tokens.co.uk, features a very comprehensive
illustrated list of all the different types known to him. See also Lot 478.

The Royal Black Preceptory, or ‘Black Knights of Ireland’, is a higher order of the Loyal Orange Institution reserved for members who
have attained the Royal Arch Purple Marksman degree. The Loyal Orange Institution originated in Ireland in 1795, as a fraternal society
among the Protestants of co Armagh. Named in honour of William Il of England, Prince of Orange, lodges were established in most
Protestant centres of Ireland by 1800, England and Canada by 1808, and among Ulster immigrants in New York City by 1867. Rapid
growth in the society led to the establishment of a Grand Lodge for the US in 1870. By 1873 there were 100 lodges claiming a national
membership of 10,000, growing to 364 lodges and 30,000 members by 1914. The society was founded on the principles of
Protestantism, patriotism and preservation of the concept of separation of church and state. Membership was restricted to Protestant
men 18 years of age and older, who professed a life of temperance. Though not exclusive to a particular ethnic group, most members
are of Scottish-Irish ancestry

The letter reads: “My Dear Sir, At the sale of the late Dr Nott’s coins a small lot of Skeattas came into my possession which included
one so remarkable that | am induced to offer a few observations on it. In type it differs but little from that given in Hawkins PI. 3 No. 33
but at the left side of the figure holding the cross and bird on the reverse and immediately under the bird appears the letter T which |
can scarcely consider any thing else than the initial of the name of the Saint or Archbishop whose figure is represented. The coin
appears to belong to that class now acknowledged as Northumbrian and from the similarity the figure with cross and bird bears to that
with 2 crosses on the coins of Abp. Egbert we may suppose it to belong to one of those Abps of York who preceded that prelate.

“On referring to the History of the Church of that period we find that John of Beverley and Wilfrid Il were the prelates who immediately
preceded Egbert but that prior to these the ecclesiastical jurisdiction of all England was possessed by the celebrated Theodore who
appears to have enjoyed this very extensive power from 668 when he arrived in England until his death in 692, and I can hardly help
suspecting that this little coin exhibits the initial of his name and was struck by him or in honour of him. It may indeed appear a slight
foundation on which to raise such an appropriation, but when we consider that the period when this coin was struck could not be
many years distant from that in which this prelate flourished, that the figure on the reverse resembles that on the coins of Abp Egbert,
whose coins exhibiting the entire name of that prelate would appear to have been struck later than the coin in question which by its
initial may have led to placing the Archbishop’s name at full length, that the type evidently assigns it to a Saint or Archbishop, and that
Theodore is one of the 3 persons to whom even if no letter had occurred on this coin we should be inclined to attribute it, the
probability that this letter may be the initial of the Abps name will I think be admitted.

“If you intend to dispose of it, | should like to have ye refusal of it. | should not venture to take this liberty but I think you hinted as
much when we last met.

“PS. My son had only loosely informed me of your wishes — when you have occasion to say anything, it is better to send me off a short
note to which I shall always be happy to attend.

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Barry Woodside (1951-2019)

arry Woodside was born on 13
B December 1951, the second of three
children to working class Belfast parents,
his father having worked all his life in the rapidly

declining linen industry for which Northern
Ireland was at one time famous.

Educated at the local grammar school, he
was the first member of his family to go to
university, graduating from Queen’s in Belfast in
Electronic Engineering in 1973, although Francis
Heaney often told the tale that he also majored at
snooker while there. He followed this with a MSc
and worked for a while at Short Brothers in his
native city, but later his interest in electronics
took him to Staffordshire in 1978 to work on
microprocessors for General Electric at their
factory in Stone, where he was a project
manager. He was one of those fortunate people
who could say that he was working for a living
doing what he would be doing anyway, as a
hobby. As a teenager he would be happiest in his
bedroom, soldering and etching printed circuit

boards.

He had many interests, including fishing, which took him around the rivers of Ulster most weekends
as a teenager, until his life-long vegetarianism ended that particular passion in his late teens. When younger he
loved travelling, and made trips to the US and Canada, India, Thailand and Europe, often travelling around by
bus or hitch-hiking. Music was another great love, and he had a sizeable collection of CDs and vinyl, all of
which he would convert to MP3, catalogue, and then play on his home-made amplifiers and speakers. His
arrival in Stafford coincided with the dawn of punk rock, and he saw many such bands locally.

His greatest interest was numismatics, particularly Irish tokens, which began in the early 1980s. | once
asked why the interest in these silly bits of metal, and he explained that it was through tokens that he learned
about Irish social history and geography. Any trip with him back home to Ireland would invariably be
accompanied by a cry of “I've got a token from here”, or “I've got a postcard from here” (he also had a
collection of Irish postcards), as we drove around the countryside.

Francis Heaney also recalls the illustrated circulars that used to arrive from Stafford “with a zillion
questions about various tokens, varieties, history, etc” which, once answered, were passed on to other like-
minded enthusiasts for further comment before being returned to him. In that way he maintained contact with
a wide circle of numismatic friends, both at home and overseas. The exercise led him to establish his free-to-
access website, irish-tokens.co.uk, which remains an extremely useful resource to collectors, and for a price of
a stamp he would send a version of various aspects of the website on DVD.

Regrettably, Barry passed away on 19 December 2019, just a few days after his 68th birthday. He is
survived by his daughter, brother and sister. Barry’s colourful website will be maintained by the family. He is
remembered as someone who wore his extensive numismatic knowledge lightly, and was always willing to
help on any post-1800 Irish token or medallic topic. He will be much missed.

John James Broadhurst (1868-1940), Ashton-under-Lyne, a coal merchant by profession, died on 26 January 1940. Broadhurst grove in
the town, where he lived all his life, is named after him.

The Ashton Reporter, 11 January 1919, published the following: “There was a remarkable scene at the Ashton Town Hall on Monday
afternoon, when the Mayor of Ashton (Councillor J.J. Broadhurst) handed £5 to each of 183 repatriated local prisoners of war,
welcomed them back from captivity and wished them each a Happy New Year. The Press had been asked to make the distribution
widely known, and the results were more than surprising. It was not believed that more than 25 per cent of the 261 men who had been
on the list of men receiving parcels — “adopted” is the correct term — from the Ashton Prisoners of War Fund, had been repatriated, but
the committee prepared for any emergency; Alderman J.W. Kenworthy (treasurer) had huge wads of “John Bradbury’s” to the total of
£1,000, and actually £915 was paid out to 183 persons. The distribution commenced at 2pm in the County Police Court. There were
men of all regiments but the badges of the Manchester Regiment predominated; there were “Jocks” and riflemen, machine gunners,
sailors, civilians, and jockeys from Ruhleben, but the most noticeable feature was the “vast expansive smile” on the face of everybody.
In fact they positively beamed with delight. Alderman J.W. Kenworthy was kept busy counting out the “fivers” and handing them to the
Mayor, who shook hands heartily with the lads as he presented them with the money

A Collection of European Art Medals

This collection of medals was formed, or acquired, by Hans Wilhelm Emanuel Schiffer (1893-1979), the eldest son of
Eugen Schiffer (1860-1954), a Berlin-based lawyer and politician (see the last lot in this section for a medal of Eugen by
Josef Tautenhayn, in all probability a gift of the artist). Eugen helped to establish the Berliner Verwaltungsakademie, the

first institution of higher learning for the German civil service, in 1921, previously, he had served two terms as deputy

Prime Minister of the new Weimar Republic. Hans Schiffer lived in London until his death and the family are now
disposing of the medals.

The following 75 lots include an excellent representation of issues of the Société des Amis de la Médaille Francaise
issued between February 1900 and February 1914, although the serial numbers on the edges of these SAMF medals
suggest that most of them were pieces from the end of each production run. In theory the numbers of pieces ordered by
the Society and struck at the Monnaie would have reflected, to a greater extent, the number of members of the Society;
in practice, Society membership declined sharply from about 1905 and it is not known whether Hans Schiffer was a
member, or whether he acquired unissued medals from the Society’s stock between 1910, when the Society was
dissolved, and 1920, when its final assets (including medals) were distributed and the organisation was wound up.
Significantly though, the last six medals from the series, distributed by the Society in May 1920, are not present here.

Dr Carl Peters (1856-1918), controversial colonial ruler, explorer and politician, founded the Gesellschaft fiir Deutsche Kolonisation
pressure group, which agitated for the acquisition of colonies. Following a trip to East Africa he formed by the German East Africa
company in 1885. Playing off Bismarck’s initial opposition by threatening to sell his African acquisitions to Leopold Il of Belgium, he
won over the pro-colonial element in the Reichstag and further expansion of German interests in East Africa followed. An agreement
with the Sultan of Zanzibar in 1888 to lease coastal dominions in what became Tanganyika presaged an expedition to extend the area
of German influence in Uganda, although as it was not sanctioned by the German government Peters later excused his venture as
being for the relief of Emin Pasha. Meanwhile the British government had taken a dim view of Peters’ exploits and, by virtue of the
Heligoland-Zanzibar Treaty of 1890, Uganda remained under British influence. In 1891 Peters was appointed Reichskommissar for the
Kilimanjaro region in Moshi, and the following year was one of the commissioners for delimiting the Anglo-German boundary with the
British East Africa Company in that region. But Peters, by his brutal behaviour against the local population, provoked a rebellion which
was to cost him his office. He used local girls as concubines and, discovering that his lover Jagodja had an affair with his man-servant
Mabruk, he had both of them sentenced for theft and treason, hanged by court-martial and their home villages destroyed. The incident,
which Peters tried to keep from the authorities in Germany, provoked resistance by the local Chaga people and again necessitated
costly military action. Peters was recalled to Berlin and was dishonourably discharged, although was pardoned by Kaiser Wilhelm in

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Conditions mainly concerning Buyers
1 The buyer

The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the ‘hammer price’ and
any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s absolute discretion.

13 Warranty of title and availability

The seller warrants to DNW and to the buyer that he or she is the
true owner of the property or is properly authorised to sell the
property by the true owner and is able to transfer good and
marketable title to the property free from any third party claims.

14 Reserves

Every person interested should exercise and rely on
his or her own judgement as to such matters and neither DNW
nor its servants or agents are responsible for the correctness of
such opinions.

26 Whilst the interests of prospective buyers are best served by
attendance at the auction, DNW will, if so instructed, execute
bids on their behalf. Neither DNW nor its servants or agents are
responsible for any neglect or default in doing so or for failing to
do so.

27 DNW shall have the right, at its discretion, to refuse admission
to its premises or attendance at its auctions by any person.

28 DNW has absolute discretion without giving any reason to
refuse any bid, to divide any lot, to combine any two or more lots,
to withdraw any lot from the auction and in case of dispute to put
up any lot for auction again.

29 (a) Any indemnity under these Conditions shall extend to all
actions, proceedings costs, expenses, claims and demands
whatever incurred or suffered by the person entitled to the benefit
of the indemnity.

(b) DNW declares itself to be a trustee for its relevant servants and
agents of the benefit of every indemnity under these Conditions to
the extent that such indemnity is expressed to be for the benefit of
its servants and agents.

30 Any notice by DNW to a seller, consignor, prospective bidder
or buyer may be given by first class mail or airmail and if so given
shall be deemed to have been duly received by the addressee 48
hours after posting.

31 These Conditions shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with English law. All transactions to which these
Conditions apply and all matters connected therewith shall also
be governed by English law. DNW hereby submits to the exclusive
jurisdiction of the English courts and all other parties concerned
hereby submit to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the English
courts.

32 In these Conditions:

(a) ‘catalogue’ includes any advertisement, brochure, estimate,
price list or other publication;

(b) ‘hammer price’ means the price at which a lot is knocked
down by the auctioneer to the buyer;
